	With regard to Labelling of products or articles that contain POPs- initial considerations (July 2012), we believe that the development of guidance on this issue may be premature at this time. Because labelling obligations are not part of the general control measures under the Stockholm convention, it may be more effective to focus resources on those guidance documents that directly support implementation of Convention obligations. However, recognizing that there is some desire to address the issue of labelling where appropriate, perhaps the effectiveness of and compliance with the recent labelling requirements for HBCD could be monitored as a test case in support of further policy development on lebelling.
	The guidance provides a list of options and recommendations based on labelling schemes that may be useful for Parties, particularly when addressing POPs for which labelling considerations are indicated in Annexes of the Convention (e.g. PCB, PCP, HBCD).
